Q4 — How are you owning your age and stage for the kingdom of God in this
Church Community? If you would consider yourself young and zealous, how are
you seeking wisdom and guidance? If you are older, more experienced and resourced, 
how are you growing where you are and learning and investing your wisdom in the 
generation behind you?

Q5 — Take a moment to pray out loud through Acts 20:24 as a group. May the Lamb 
receive the reward of His su�ering!
